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ARTISTIC POLICY 
Studio Voltaire actively promotes the production and presentation of contemporary art practice with its Exhibition, Education and Studio Programmes. The Exhibition, Education and Studio programmes are developed to overlap and integrate with each other in order to provide a dynamic context for the production of new work and the creation of access to and participation in contemporary art practice.

Studio Voltaire’s key artistic aims are to

· support artists in the production of new work through the Studio Programme 

· support artists in the production and exhibition of new work through the Exhibition Programme

· create access to contemporary art practice and encourage participation from a wide audience through the Education Programme

Artistic Strategy
Studio Voltaire’s Management Team provide administrative support and project development to all aspects of the Exhibition, Education and Studio Programme. 

Studio Programme

· We provide a much-needed resource of affordable studios to London-based artists

· Open Studios events provide a platform for studio artists to sell work and make contact with arts professionals and other artists.

· For audiences, Open Studios provide insight into the motivations and working practices of professional contemporary artists. These events enable contact between artists and audiences that do not happen anywhere else. 

· Our exhibitions, events and education activities provide a dynamic context for over 40 studio artists to develop their individual and collective practices.

· In collaboration with the Whitechapel Gallery and Berlin Senate, The International Studio Programme provides an annual stipend, studio provision and accommodation to an artist from Berlin.  This programme aims to encourages exchange and dialogue between studio artists. 

Exhibition Programme

· Our large and architecturally unique gallery space provides opportunities for ambitious artists’ and curatorial projects.  Artists and curators developing exhibitions and new commissions for the gallery often respond to the architectural context of the building. 

· We offer direct support to individual artists.  The artist led ethos and studio resource provides a sympathetic environment for the development of a range of artist’s projects. 

· The programming and realisation of exhibition projects aims to move beyond a static presentation of artwork. It will often confront issues of accessibility and participation, either through the realisation of projects outside of the traditional setting of the gallery, or through the collaborative involvement of audiences, curators and artists. 

· The presentation of artist’s projects that operate within a more conventional or art historical framework will aim to contextualise contemporary art and its histories to diverse audiences.

· The programming of regular informal artist’s events and activities provides opportunities for the development and understanding of cultural ideas and practices in an informal environment, engaging with artist-led activity and dialogue in an accessible way. 

Education Programme

· We provide high quality and challenging art to the widest of audiences.  The resulting dialogues and exchanges that take place through the Education Programme can enrich the terms by which art is created, presented and consumed.

· Our Education Programme aims to enable individuals of any age or background to make the most of their creative abilities and understanding.  

· Workshops and outreach projects provide opportunities for the creation of work as well as an introduction to the wider professional art community through tours of exhibitions, projects and studios.

All our exhibitions, events and educational activities are free of charge.

Exhibition Programming and Application Procedure
Although we initiate the majority of exhibitions and projects, we welcome proposals from professional independent curators and institutions.  Proposals are assessed by Studio Voltaire’s Artistic Director.  Proposals will be assessed on how they meet the overall aims of the organisation as well as those set out in the Artistic Policy.   

Proposals should include where appropriate:

· Artists/curatorial statement

· Images

· CV

· Budget

· Audience Development ideas (optional)

· Potential funding ideas (optional)

Unfortunately, we do not accept proposals from individual artists.

Sale of Artworks
We expect to receive 50% on any artworks sold during the period of an exhibition/project that take place at Studio Voltaire or offsite (where the project is initiated by Studio Voltaire). 

We expect to receive 50% on any commissioned artworks sold during the period of an exhibition/project that takes place at Studio Voltaire or offsite (where the project is initiated by Studio Voltaire).  We also expect to receive 50% on any commissioned artworks sold after the exhibition/project until the artwork has been sold for the first time.  
Studio Voltaire may negotiate the rate if a third party is involved.

As a not for profit organisation, any income raised through sales go directly back into the supporting the organisation and our public programmes.
